Inclusion on the list entails no obligation on the part of the contracting authority concerning the
conclusion of contracts.

3. Information and documents to be provided

Interested parties should provide their full contact details and list the specific fields indicated at point 7
that interest them in their expression of interest.

Experts shall provide a declaration on honour published together with this document, stating that they
are not in one of the situations of exclusion listed at point 10 and that they fulfil the selection criteria
listed at point 11. In case of doubt, they may be requested to provide supporting evidence of non-
exclusion. Supporting evidence related to the selection criteria shall be provided with the declaration
on honour.

4. General description of the procedure

Natural persons are invited to submit an expression of interest in accordance with the rules set out in
this notice.

The contracting authority will draw up a list of experts who meet the criteria set out at point 11. This
list comprises sub-lists, corresponding to each of the fields described at point 7.

Where a particular task relating to the field described at point 7 is to be performed by an external
expert, the contracting authority will assign experts to the task on the basis of the skills, experience
and knowledge necessary and in accordance with the principles of non-discrimination, equal treatment
and absence of conflict of interests.

5. Protection of personal data

If processing your expression of interest involves the recording and processing of personal data (such

Background information

together with hardware equipment, customisation, installation, set-up and training services,
several offers have been submitted.

In order to establish whether the offers were fully compliant with the technical requirements of the
Contracting Authority, an expert advice is needed.

Nature of the tasks

To analyse and compare the technical offers made by two IT companies against the technical
specifications of the tender procedure with a view to establishing whether the bids were fully
compliant with the technical requirements of the Contracting Authority;

The expertise report will contain a clear identification of the offer which was technically suitable
for the needs and requirements of the Contracting Authority, as provided in the technical
specifications of the tender;

The expertise report will contain a clear comparison between the two offers with identification of
the distinguishing elements in terms of technical compliance.

The expert will be required to analyse approx. 500 pages, mainly in pdf format.

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10. Selection criteria
a) Experience
Criteria relating to technical and professional capacity

a) Criterion: The tenderer must prove experience of mobilising appropriate expertise,
b) Threshold: 2 expertise in the last five years
c) supporting evidence: coordinates of expertise and responsible EC Service

b) Education & Qualification

a) Criterion: A graduate/post-graduate degree for a subject which relates to the tasks
(point 7)

b) Threshold: 3 years of relevant professional experience

c) Supporting: CV and copy of school certificate of qualification and certificate of
employer

a) Language skills
a) Criterion: Good spoken and written English language skills
b) Threshold: minimum Europass Language Level B2

c) Supporting evidence: CV and if any, copy certificate of language classes

11. Conditions of remuneration and reimbursement of experts

Experts shall be remunerated at a fixed price of 300 euros/day worked. The travel and subsistence

expenses will be reimbursed under the conditions set out in the contract.]

12. Ex-post transparency

A list of experts (name and subject of the tasks executed) who have concluded a contract following the

procedure set out at point 4 shall be published on the website of the contracting authority.
